STATION, RAIN SHUT-OFF.

4. THE DEVELOPER SHALL SUBMIT A COPY OF THE BUILDING AND GRADING PLANS
FOR CITY REVIEW PRIOR TO THE ISSUANCE OF BUILDING OR GRADING PERMITS.

5. CITY SHALL APPROVE THE MONITORING PROGRAM AND SHALL CONDUCT SITE
